· The purpose of the kindergarten extension program at Lunt School is to offer parents an alternative to traditional daycare. Our students attend kindergarten for 2½ days each week. The extension would be held within our building, at parent cost, on the opposite 2½ days.

· We will be offering two sessions:

· Session 1: All day Monday and Tuesday, plus Wednesday morning

· Session 2: Wednesday PM and all day Thursday and Friday

· The plan is to engage the children in many hands-on experiences, some educational in nature, and others that are art/music/physical education in nature. There will also be opportunities for field experiences and/or guest programs. Volunteers will be encouraged.

· This is not intended to represent an all-day kindergarten program. The activities will extend our present kindergarten curriculum, yet will not be “teaching” new skills. The intent is to enrich what the children learn in their kindergarten program.

· The program will be licensed as a daycare, but will definitely present a kindergarten atmosphere with more time for creative play.

· The director would plan activities and create the week’s schedule, and the assistant would help in all ways requested by the director.

· The director should hold a Maine teaching certification, with experience at the primary level. Preference is for preschool experience.
