One of the major elements of the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB) and Title I grants is the focus on parental involvement in a child’s education. NCLB impacts how school districts are working to increase opportunities for student, parent, and family involvement. Research shows that parent involvement in a child’s education has a positive effect on student achievement.

 
Measures of student learning are designed to give students, teachers, parents, and the community feedback as to how students are performing. These assessments also provide staff with clear direction for educational planning. Educational research has consistently demonstrated that informed judgments of individual student achievement cannot be made through the use of a single assessment. Instead, multiple assessments are examined for consistent information about progress and program options.  These multiple assessments also form the basis for our Response to Intervention, or RTI, strategies for student support in reading and math.  Your child’s teacher will offer specifics regarding your child’s individual progress during conferences and through use of regular Progress Reports.


 As a feeder school to Plummer-Motz the state monitors our status toward Adequate Yearly Progress.

In addition, the District is required to provide an Annual Report Card to parents and guardians containing information on how groups of grade level students perform on state assessments. It provides baseline data to indicate what percentage of our students meet or exceed standards, which is the goal previously mentioned, for those students who did not meet standards and require additional support, intervention is in place through Response To Intervention (RTI) to help them improve their knowledge and skills.

Graphs will show the percentages of students exceeding, meeting, partially meeting, and not meeting standards in the areas of reading and math. We are very proud of our students’ achievement in these areas. 91% of our third grade students and 94% of our fourth grade students are meeting or exceeding the standards set for each grade in reading. 96% of our third grade students and 92% of our fourth grade students are meeting or exceeding the standards set for each grade in math. The numbers not meeting standards at all have been significantly reduced over the years to 0% of our third grade students and 1% of our fourth grade students in reading and 1% of our students in both third and fourth grade in math. Our goal is for this category of achievement to always represent as few children as possible, or less than 5% of the group.

Title I grant monies have helped us achieve those goals through funding designed to support our intervention efforts.
