 Junior Privileges Guidelines

Goal: The purpose of junior privileges is to give responsible members of the junior class a limited amount of independence by allowing them to leave school if they have a study hall at the beginning or end of the day. This would serve as a valuable graduated process as students mature towards becoming seniors, with the added freedom and responsibility that comes with that year.

To receive privileges: All of the following criteria must be fulfilled before junior privileges would be granted:

· Student must have a GPA of at least an 85 for most recent ranking period

· Student must be enrolled in at least 6 classes

· 15 hours of community service must be completed and verified

· Student’s academic eligibility must be verified by the Main Office

· Students can not have any incompletes

· Junior privilege consent form must be signed by both the student and parent and returned to the Main Office

· A call from a parent verifying consent must be made to the Main Office.

· Students need to pay all outstanding balances including books, uniforms, etc.

Student responsibilities:

· Juniors will be allowed to leave school grounds only during study halls at the beginning or the end of the day (potentially periods 1, 2, 3, 7 or 8, depending on the academic day)-NOTE- If a student does NOT have a study hall any of these periods, he/she should meet with Mrs. Hutton or Mr. Hardy to discuss alternative arrangements.

· Students will be responsible for signing in at the Main Office in the morning and signing out in the afternoon

· Juniors will not be allowed to transport any freshmen, sophomores, or ineligible juniors or seniors without permission from the Main Office

· If a student chooses to remain at school for their study hall they must check-in on time.

· Juniors are responsible for attending all assemblies, advisories, meetings, enrichment periods and guidance appointments unless otherwise excused through the Main Office (failure to do so will be considered missing a class)

· Juniors must attend all of their classes on time or face penalties regarding their privileges:

· First infraction of the semester: 5 school day suspension of privileges

· Second infraction of the semester: 10 school day suspension of privileges

· Third infraction of the semester: loss of privileges for the semester

Parent responsibilities and rights: We understand that junior privileges would be just that: a privilege and not a right. For that reason, it is the responsibility of the parent to discuss the importance of appropriate use of these privileges, and to make the ultimate judgment on whether or not they feel their child is ready for this added responsibility. At any time the parent has the right to deny or revoke privileges for any reason they deem appropriate by notifying the Main Office.
