SENIOR OFF-CAMPUS PRIVILEGES GUIDELINES
Purpose:   Senior privileges are intended to reward responsible members of the Senior Class with certain privileges and to teach them the responsibilities that accompany those same privileges.  Senior privileges are a PRIVILEGE, NOT A RIGHT and need to be earned and regulated appropriately.

Academic Guidelines:  To qualify for Senior Privileges, the student MUST:

· Earn a GPA of 85 or higher for the most recent ranking period, with no incompletes

· Be enrolled in a minimum of six courses

· Must not have any Incompletes

To receive privileges: The following must ALL be done before the senior privilege card will be issued and privileges may begin:

· Verification of academic eligibility (Guidance/Main office)

· Senior privilege forms signed by the student & parent and returned to the Main Office

· Verification call from parent to Main Office

· All book bills and monies owed must be paid

· All necessary forms returned to advisor

· Community service hours documented (20 hrs. by Sept. 1, 30 hrs by Jan. 1)

Use of privileges:

· Always drive appropriately when leaving/returning

· Remember to allow enough time to return to school ON TIME and get to your next class

Loss of privileges:  The following violations will result in the loss of privileges for the time specified.  Please avoid these violations!

Type 1 infractions

1st offense:  loss of privileges for 10 days

2nd offense:  loss of privileges for 30 days

3rd offense:  loss of privileges for the remainder of the year

· Transporting underclassmen without permission

· Tardiness to class when returning from senior privileges

· Driving inappropriately when leaving/returning to school

    Type 2 infractions


     1st offense:  loss of privileges for 30 days

     2nd offense:  loss of privileges for remainder of the year

· Suspension from school (in school or out of school)

· Violation of the Drug and Alcohol Policy

ADDITIONAL ADMINISTRATIVE GUIDELINES:

The administration supports senior privileges and expects students to accept the responsibility to make the system work.  The administration maintains the following rights:

· To require that all students remain in the building for scheduled events including assemblies, extended advisory sessions or other special events;

· To deny the use of privileges by all students on a given day due to inclement weather/poor driving conditions;

· To eliminate the privileges entirely, with due warning, based on sound evidence that the system is not working.
